Green space 
People in Sevenoaks District and the 
Fort Halstead area value the high quality 
landscape around the Fort with its Green 
Belt and Area of Outstanding Natural 
Beauty designations. The new development 
should be planned in recognition of this. 

Skyline 
The local skyline is a well-loved feature. The 
height of new buildings should respect this. 

Wildlife 
There is an interest in the status of

wildlife on the site and a wish for it to 
be respected. 

The Fort as a public place 
Opening up the Fort as a museum or public 
space is a positive prospect. This would
help to connect new users to the locality, 
and give a public resource back to the 
existing community.  Providing for increased 
public access will need to reflect due 

care for ecology.

Recreation 
There is also positive interest in scope for
the new development to promote recreation 
provision for local people. This might include 
use for picnics and other outdoor leisure 
activities.
