 Creation of three no. dormer windows to 2nd floor offices
The Parish Council OPPOSES this planning application 

The Parish Council considers this proposal to be inappropriate development of an agricultural building in the Green Belt.

Gower, Knockholt Road, Halstead TN14 7EU

 Erection of two storey front extension and part single storey/two storey side extension. Loft conversion including roof extension, 2nd floor French windows and safety rail to rear and alterations to front fenestration and internal layout. 
The Parish Council SUPPORTS this planning application

The Parish Council has concerns that the existing flank wall to the Post Office (at ground level) is single skinned. There does not appear to be any supporting information in the application about making the wall double-skinned, or strengthening the existing foundations, to make the building capable of supporting another storey. 
The Parish Council requests that they are immediately advised if work of this nature is required, which might mean that the Post Office has to be closed, so that possible temporary alternative arrangements can be made.
