	Permanent use of the land as a gypsy and traveller caravan site including proposed amenity buildings. 

	The Parish Council STRONGLY OPPOSES this planning application.

The Planning Inspector at the Appeal Hearing held in May 2008 gave temporary consent for the applicant to remain on the site for a three years period. 

In paragraph one he stated,

‘The use hereby permitted shall be carried on only by Mr Robert Simmons, his wife Helena (Breda), Jamie Simmons, Myles Simmons and his wife Margaret, Patrick Simmons, Bobby Simmons and Bridget Murphy and their resident dependents. The permission shall be for a limited period of 3 years from the date of this decision, or the period during which the premises are occupied by them, whichever is the shorter’.

In paragraph two he stated,

‘When the premises cease to be occupied by Mr Robert Simmons, his wife Helena (Breda), Jamie Simmons, Myles Simmons and his wife Margaret, Patrick Simmons, Bobby Simmons, Bridget Murphy and their resident dependants or at the end of 3 years, whichever shall first occur, the use hereby permitted shall cease …….’

At the time of the Appeal Hearing, Mr Simmons two children were being educated at Halstead Community Primary School. They have now left that school and their secondary education is not taking place within the Parish.

	The Parish Council STRONGLY OPPOSES this planning application. 

The property is in the Halstead Conservation Area in a terrace of flint cottages which have either Georgian or bow windows. The proposed design of the property is incongruous within its setting. 

The Parish Council believes that the property, which had been commercial premises for a number of years, should be restored to its original style with windows of the period made from hard wood and with curved brick lintels. 

Cabbages and Kings the neighbouring property is a good example of the period style.

There is no mention within the planning application of the sourcing of authentic building materials. The builders currently working on the property are using bricks unsuitable for the Conservation Area.

	It has been proposed that there will be a parking place for each house but there is a very small area allocated for the future occupant of no.1 Church Road, in fact there will not be any turning space, nor room for manoeuvring. 

Council would like to point out that two of the plans supplied have the same drawing number, annotations and are almost identical except that one includes the proposed extension and tiling, the other does not.
