	The Parish Council STRONGLY OPPOSES this planning application.

1. The Parish Council believes that the revised plans supplied on 4 February 2011 are the same as those provided with the planning application submitted in 2007.The ridge height of the proposed dwelling appears not to have been reduced since 2007. 

2. The proposed dwelling would be an oversized and dominate development and is within approximately two metres of the Green Belt boundary.

3. This application contravenes EN1 para. 3 of Sevenoaks District Council saved policies. The proposed dwelling would have an adverse effect on the properties on either side and to the rear, causing loss of privacy and amenity due to the scale, height, noise and light intrusion. 

4. The dormer windows should not be permitted as these overlook the neighbouring property.
